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Translate the word trouble as you will, difficulties, adversity, problems, affliction; Jesus says the Child of God will it, but He promises His presence will be with us in times of trouble. Even though this could be further from the truth for some, it is still the truth

Trouble makes some people bitter and other people better. Why the difference? The difference is trusting in God regardless of the trouble. Resentment toward life’s trouble leaves a person with an embittered personality.

“I believe in the sun even when it is not shining. I believe in love even when I don’t feel it. I believe in God even when He is silent.”


Out of pain and trouble have come the sweetest songs, the most beautiful poems, the most gripping stories. Out of suffering and tears have come the greatest attitudes and blessings.


The young Irish immigrant Joseph Scrien (1820-1886) was deeply in love with a young woman, not long before their wedding day, she downed. Joseph was bitter and in utter despair. At last he turned to Christ, finding peace and comfort and out of this experience he wrote the favorite hymn that has brought consolation to million of aching hearts, “What a Friend we Have in Jesus.” 

Will pain and trouble drive you to God or away from God? Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall trouble? No. Nothing shall separate us from God’s love.
